Poor or unstable picture on screen.

Is TV/Monitor powered on?

Is TV/Monitor input set correctly (AV1 or AV2 or AV3)?

Is power being supplied to both DVD Player and monitor?

Is DVD Player in "PLAY” mode?

Is disc dean and undamaged?

Note that poorly manufactured disc may not be fully readable by the
player.

Is DVD Player or TV/Monitor setto PAL with NTSC disc?

Is DVD Player or TV/Monitor setto NTSC with PAL disc?

No sound or poor quality sound.

Is audio outpu level set to zero (refer to ltem #9 on DVD-2 Remote
Controller diagram)?

Are audio cables correctly and securely conne cted?

If DVD Player is connected to Dolby Digital Amplifier is it powered
on and are the Digital Audio Output settings correctly?

Is the untt inslow, still or scanning mode? (there is no audio output
in these modes).
