PBC (Playback Control) is a feature found on VCD 2.0 and SVCD 1.0. PBC allows control of the playback of play items and the possibility of
interaction with the user through the remote control or some other input device available.

1. Press Sub-T on the remote control during playback. Press repeatedly until the supported desired subtitle appears.

«  With some DVDs, switching between subtitles may only be possible using a menu display.

Changing the viewing angle during playback (Multi-angle) — (DVD only)
With DVDs featuring multi-angle (scenes shot from multiple angles) recordings, you can switch among viewing angles during play-back.

1. Turn on Bluetooth feature of your mobile phone. Perform “Add Bluetooth device” from your mobile phone. The mobile will search for
any Bluetooth devices within the range.
